Coinci- Freedom’s youth meet on
dentally, it was exactly one year ago that I took a trip to Tizimin Wednesdays, 6-8 pm

(pronounced “Tee-zee-meen”), Yucatan, Mexico on a "“discovery” trip!
It was during this time that I felt the Spirit of God quickening my
mind and heart to the reality that THIS is where we are supposed to minister. I could only
dream that we could be fortunate enough to have Bill and Kathy visit US and telling us firsthand
of their journey that led them to the mission field in general, and specifically to Tizimin.

I (Butch) took a team of 15 Freedom members to Tizimin this past May 31st - June 6th. I
don’t believe there is a single member of the team that doesn’t cherish the memory of that trip.
God worked mightily. We were able to help with some “light construction” labor at "The Grace
Place," which is a school/church building in Tizimin that supports local Mayan children throughout
the week and congregants on Sundays. The team was extremely blessed to attend the dedication
to The Grace Place, where we saw 40 people come to accept Jesus as their personal savior!
Glory!!! After the service, our team handed out bags of food to those in attendance who often
don’t know where their next meal will come from. We also did street evangelism, giving away
light bulbs as a way to initiate conversations about Jesus, the Light of the World.

Plans are currently being made to establish a Celebrate Recovery program in Tizimin.
There is a particularly strong need for this program in Mexico as alcoholism is a big problem
there. I don’t think it’s a coincidence that a house conjoining with the DCI base camp became
available, was purchased by DCI, and will now become the “Freedom House.” It will be the epi-
center of the Celebrate Recovery program in Tizimin!! Don’t you just LOVE the name?! As a
church, we’re looking forward to helping establish this program and providing support to DCI and
the Freedom House!!

I'm excited to announce the dates for our second trip to Tizimin!! Please mark May 30 -
June 5, 2019, on your calendars and plan to attend or support those of us who will be forming
the next team. Please pray about your role in this and future trips. In November, I will be holding
an informational meeting about the trip.
